Emergency Number Association (NENA) i3 architecture standard for NG9-1-1 in 
Canada approved for adoption by the CRTC in Telecom Decision 2015-531.  In 
addition, PSAPs and originating network providers participating in the trial will continue 
to use their existing Enhanced 9-1-1 (E9-1-1) interfaces while the NG9-1-1 interfaces 
are tested during the voice trials.
